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The Edison Township Board of Education has 

decided to cut full-day kindergarten in order to 

help make up the loss of millions of dollars in 

state and federal aid and to free up classrooms 

for a growing student enrollment. 
 

Many of you have expressed interest in us offer-

ing kindergarten as we did in the past from 1998 

until 2007.  We can accommodate only 12 chil-

dren this first year in order to be fair to all cur-

rent enrollees.  These children need to be able to 

progress to the next classroom. 
 

 The Orange Room will be a multi-age 

group:  half kindergarten and half older pre-

kindergarten children missing the October 1 

age cut-off date.   

 The Quiet Room will be used for separating 

the children for some lessons. 

 The kindergarten children will not nap.  

Other spaces will be used during this time. 

 The Orange Roomôs enrollment will be lim-

ited to 24 children.  The ratio (1:8) of staff 

to students will remain the same as it is 

now. 

 Many of the materials we have not been 

using will be brought out of storage. 

 Miss Fatima will visit some kindergarten 

classes between now and the end of the 

school year so that she will be able to dupli-

cate program offerings. 

 If any children leave during the year, we 

will replace them with either a 

kindergarten child or a pre-k 

child to keep the groups bal-

anced.   

Full -Day Kindergarten Beginning 

Jack Wei, Tiffanyôs dad, who is a 

scientist at Merck, will bring a blow-up star lab to 

the center on Friday, May 7th at 2:30 pm.  It will 

be placed in the gym and the Blue, Red and Or-

ange Room children will get a chance to enter it 

and see what the sky looks like close up.   

 

We are leaving  out the Yellow and Green Rooms 

because we donôt want to frighten them although 

the light can be adjusted to make it less dark. 

 

The children will have to take off their shoes and 

be coached beforehand not to run around or poke 

any sharp object into the sides.  We are excited to 

have our very own planetarium for an afternoon.
