The year-long teaching theme for the upcom-

ing school is RECIPES FOR LEARNING.  

The children will be learning basic concepts 

related to  math, language, music, science, pre

-reading, gross motor skills, fine motor skills, 

creative arts, social studies, family and life 

skills, health and safety etc. by exploring sea-

sonal foods.  We will concentrate on nutri-

tion , health, exercise, the body, and the four 

seasons   
 

For instance, September is filled with special 

events.

Birthday, and it’s fall so there will be lots of 

harvest vegetables to study such as apples and 

corn, cranberries and squashes.  It is back to 

school time so we will learn about nutritious 

foods for lunch.  They’ll hear stories such as 

Everybody Cooks Rice, Vegetable Thieves 

and Rain Makes Applesauce.  They will also 

do lots of cooking and have a visit from Chef 

Combo each month.

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Each classroom has a daily schedule they fol-

low.  You will find it posted in the classroom.  

That will tell you the approximate time snack 

is served.  The children get a snack in the 

morning and another in the afternoon.  Many 

times the children who are picked up near clos-

ing are offered another. 
 

What is it we served?  Snacks are varied and if 

a child does not want the offered snack they 

can have crackers instead.  The substitute is 

constant so that children are encouraged to try 

the offered foods.  The most frequent morning 

snack is cereal and milk.  We purchase only 

cereals that list whole grain or enriched grain 

first on the ingredient list.  That leaves out 

quite a few cereals! 
 

We serve whole wheat bread, whole grain 

crackers, a variety of fruit, some popular vege-

tables such as cucumbers, carrots, broccoli, 

and celery.  They get pudding and granola bars 

and cheese and yogurt.  Sweets are generally 

reserved for birthday celebrations, but they 

will bake muffins and brownies occasionally.
